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New SOLAS fire protection requirements for on-deck cargo
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include the following:

o) All new ships designed to carry containers on or above the weather deck shall
be fitted with at least one water mist lance, in addition to all other fire protection
arrangements that should be provided on board as per existing regulations.

o) All new ships designed to carry five or more tiers of containers on or above the
weather deck shall also be provided with mobile water monitors, in addition to the
water mist lance mentioned above and all other fire protection arrangements that
should be provided on board as per existing regulations. Ships with a breadth up to
30 m should be provided with at least two mobile water monitors and ships with a
breadth exceeding 30 m or more should be provided with at least four mobile water
monitors.

The new requirements come in response to industry concerns regarding fire protection
for cargo being carried on deck inside containers. These concerns included access to
individual cargo units, as any container may be involved in a fire regardless of its
location, and the equipment available to crews for tackling fires (currently only manual
intervention using fire extinguishers and fire hoses is available, as weather decks are
unlikely to provide any fixed fire suppression systems).

CHINA's Maritime Safety Administration (MSA) reports that automatic
identification system (AIS) data from its coastal and inland waters will be made
available to the public online and in real time.

AIS was introduced by the UN's International Maritime Organisation (IMO) to
improve safety in the maritime traffic.

Henceforth, reports London's Digital Ship, users will be able to view
transmissions from 35,000 ships a day, including data on location, speed and names of
the vessels in Chinese waters.

The platform will also include weather and tidal information, as well as basic port
details and integrated land and sea data. According to the MSA, statistical reports can
be automatically generated based on user demand.

The data will be collected via China's 402 land-based AIS stations, one of the
world's largest terrestrial networks.

In 2010, Sweden's Saab TransponderTech was awarded a contract to supply 150
AIS stations for China's inland waterway, including the Beijing-Hangzhou Canal.

Also known as the Grand Canal of China, it is the world's oldest and longest
man-made waterway, stretching over 1,795 kilometres.
